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Guiding Principles

» Toensure that the rights of all individuals are protected while attending the camp
» To establish the safest and best possible learning environment for all camp participants
» Toensure that breaches of the rules and code of conduct are treated in a fair and consistent manner
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Expectations:

» All parents and campers have the responsibility to treat one another, church staff and property with
respect

» All parents and campers have the responsibility to act and behave in a way which does not endanger,
intimidate or interfere with the participation of others

»  Campers have the responsibility to follow the instructions given by church staff

» All parents and campers have the responsibility to behave according to this code of conduct as
outlined below:
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Behaviorson the playgrounds, campers will:

Avoid rough play(play fighting, wrestling, pushing, kicking, teasing, hitting, bullying, etc.)
Stay out of ditches, off the hillside, away from puddles

Leave personal belongings, such as toys, electronics, hard balls, bats, etc., at home

MHCCC is not responsible for lost or stolen items

Take turns with the equipment

Immediately stop all play and leave the playground when call to return into church buildings for
activities

» Line up quickly and quietly to return to class at the end of recess/games
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Behavior in the bathroom, campers will:

Respect the privacy of others

Use healthy hygiene habits

Have a bathroom pass/permission from church staff during class time
Keep the bathroom clean and safe
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Behavior in the hallway,campers will:

No running at all times
Walk in a single file line facing forward
Stay to the right
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Behavior in the cafeteria,campers will:

Walk into the cafeteria quietly, get lunch, and find their class table

Remain seated until snack and/or lunch is finished and permission to leave has been given
Use appropriate meal-time manners

Clean their area and take care of garbage when they have finished eating
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Behavior in Assembly, campers will:

Enter& exit the sanctuary quietly, watching for church staff directions
Show appropriate listening behavior by sitting up and looking at the speaker

Dress Code:

Appropriate attire is needed to preserve the learning environment and assure the safety and well
being of all campers at MHCCC. In dealing with dress related issues, parents may be contacted to
assist in resolving the problem. Alternative clothing items may also be provided for the day

Bare midriffs, net shirts, tank tops with straps less than one inch wide (unless worn under a shirt),
and clothing bearing inappropriate logos (drugs, alcohol, tobacco, or pictures/statements that could



be deemed offensive to public morals) will not be permitted at church
» Shorts may be worn if they are longer than the fingertip reach of the wearer. Boxer shorts, spandex
shorts, and swimwear are not permitted (swimwear acceptable on water day only)
« Hats may be worn at recess and to and from church but are not allowed to be worn in the building
» Sneakers should be worn during games day(no flip flop or strapless shoes)
» Heelies are not allowed at church.
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Disciplinary Action if rules are breached:

»  Campers who break the ruleswill have a discussion of the incident with the adult supervisor.

«  Campers will be taught and be given the opportunity to practice expected behavior. Repeated
misbehavior may have consequences (time out on the wall, not play a particular game, etc.) while
rules are being re-taught.

»  Campers who continue to break rules will be given a Warning Slip. A copy of the Warning Slip is
sent home to be signed by a parent or guardian and returned to MHCCC. If a student has received 3
warning slips or demonstrated more severe inappropriate behavior, a parent contact will be made.
